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What 
Your child should know before he/she begins school:
1.  recognize his/her name and be able to say whole name

2.  use the bathroom by him/herself

3.  respond to authority of another adult besides his/her parent

4.  be able to dress him/herself-buttons, zipping, etc.

5.  be able to hold and use pencil, crayons, scissors, and glue properly

6.  be able to follow simple 2 part directives

7.  be able to display appropriate attention span, i.e. – sit through a story or video

8.  be able to use correct pronouns when speaking, i.e. – he/him, she/her, I/me

9.  be able to print his/her first name

10. be able to count to 10 and show amounts to 10 using counters such as pennies, beans, beads,etc.

Dress
All articles of clothing should be labeled with your child’s name.  Many students will have the same backpack, coats, sweaters, etc.  Children should wear clothing they can manage for the bathroom, etc.  Tennis shoes should always be tied in a

double knot for safety.

Supplies
Each teacher will send home a supply list.  However, your child will need a backpack large enough for a folder that he/she can manage independently.  No wheeled backpacks are allowed due to safety concerns.
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Money
There will be times when your child will need to bring money to school for various activities.  When that time comes, please send the money in your child’s backpack sealed in an envelope.  On the front of the envelope you should write your child’s name, amount of money, the purpose of the money, and the teacher’s name.
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Parents

We want parents to be actively involved with our school and their child’s education.  We may be sending home small homework activities to help you understand what your child is doing in school.  
We also invite you to volunteer in our school.

Special Areas

Your child will get to visit the art room, gym, music room, computer lab, and the library during the week.  Times and days will be listed at the beginning of the year.

When your child visits those areas, he/she will need to understand that the same school rules apply for these teachers.  Please go over that information with your child.  

For art class, your child should wear old clothes.  For gym, your child will need to wear tennis shoes.  If he/she does not wear tennis shoes, he/she will walk during this period.  This is for your child’s safety.



Report Cards
Teachers are continually assessing your child’s progress on a daily basis.  We hope you will look over the papers your child brings home each day and discuss what your child did.  Going through your child’s backpack everyday will help ensure you don’t miss anything important.

However, we will be sending home formal report cards every 9 weeks.  You will have many opportunities to

talk with your child’s teacher about your child’s progress.
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Attendance
Your child’s regular and prompt attendance at school is crucial to his/her success.  Each time your child is absent, your child’s teacher will need a written excuse from you or the doctor.  Parents are allowed to write 5 parent notes per school year.  When your child is absent, notes must be sent in 3 days after your child returns to school.  If your child is late coming to school or should need to leave early, this will result in a tardy.  A tardy is only excused with a doctors note.




Transportation
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Your teacher will need to know how your child will be taken home each day.  Each child will have a tag for the first few days of school to indicate how he/she will go home.  It will have your child’s name, teacher name, bus route or car information.  Please let your child wear that tag for a few days until he/she learns the routine.  If you should have to alter how your child would come home, your teacher will need a note from you with all the specifics.  Only persons you list on the information sheet will be allowed to pick up your child.  If no note is received, your child will be sent home by his/her usual method of dismissal.  No changes may be made over the telephone unless emergency.  Teachers or instructional assistants will take children to meet the buses and cars for dismissal.  
Never drop off your child unattended.  If you do not see any school personnel, walk your child into the school for safety sake.
