Release of KCCT Data for Spring, 2009

The KCCT scores are expected to be released to schools and districts on Sept. 15.  The expected public release is scheduled for Sept. 23.  Several new reports will be a part of this release.  Special Data Reports that will include lexile measures and quantile measures that will show a student’s growth over time will be available.  To see more about this, go to www. Lexile.com and www. Quantiles.com.  There will also be an Iowa Test of Basic Skills Report that will show the national percentiles for each school for the required content areas.  A report called High School Graduates College/Career Readiness Percentage will provide a Readiness Percentage for every high school based on CPE benchmarks based on the ACT test, College Placement tests, and Career Measures.  Two other reports:  KCCT Reading and Math Combined Proficient/Distinguished Report and the KCCT Reading and Math Combined Gap to Goal Comparison will also be provided. 
Fall Testing Window

The Fall Testing Window will be from Sept. 13 – Sept. 24.  The following grade levels will be tested during those two weeks.

8th Grade – Explore

10th Grade – Plan

12th Grade – On Demand Writing

Think Link PAS Testing

This test will be given to all 2nd – 8th graders in reading and math.  4th and 7th graders will take the science portion as well.  5th and 8th graders will take the social studies test as well.  The first testing window for PAS is August 23 – Sept. 9. 

Early Skills Assessment (ESA) 

This assessment will be given (paper and pencil) to all 1st graders in math only between  Sept. 6 and Oct. 1.  It will also be given to Kindergarten students during the second administration.  Please see the attached Assessment Dates for specific dates.

Primary Reading Assessment

Both SCES and TES had to choose an assessment for reading for their RTA grant.  Both schools have chosen the DRA for this purpose.  The DRA will also be utilized for the RTI reading universal screener.

Response to Intervention

·  A District RTI Handbook has been developed.  Each school will receive two hard copies.  A copy will also be e-mailed to staff members and put on the district web site.

· The universal screener for K and 1st grades will be DRA for reading and the Early Skills Assessment for math.

· The universal screener for 2nd – 8th grades will be Think Link PAS.

· The universal screener for SCHS will be the ACT Quality Core assessments.
