· School Hours:  School begins at 8:50 a.m.  School ends at 3:35 p.m.
· Open House: Kindergarten will be August 5 from 5:30 p.m. – 7:00 p.m.
· Open House: Grades 1 – 5 will be August 4 from 5:30 p.m. – 7:00 p.m.

· Registration requirements for kindergarten include: Proof of residency, copy of the original birth certificate, copy of the student’s Social Security number, current immunization certificate, physical examination form, vision examination by an optometrist or ophthalmologist, and dental exam.

·  Arrival:  Car Drop off for morning routine will begin at 8:20 a.m.  Turn into parking lot where SCES staff will direct children into the building. School doors will be locked at 8:50 am.  If your child is late, please park your car in the school parking lot and sign your child in at the school office.  
· Dismissal:  No messages will be delivered or students dismissed between 3:15 and 3:30 as classes prepare for dismissal for the day.
· Car Rider Pick Up: Students will be given a car number card.  This car number card needs to be placed in the front window of your car.  Parents may pick up a car number card at open house or the school office.  In order to get as many cars off the highway as possible, parents will need to loop around the first island at the middle school.  At dismissal, SCES staff will help to assist your child to the car.  For your child’s safety, if your car number card is not in your car window, parents must park in the school parking lot and come in the school office with an ID.  If your child is not picked up when the car line is empty, he/she will be sent to Bear Care.  Parents will be charged for this service. 
· Early Pick Up:  For your child’s safety, a picture ID is required when picking up your child early from school.  
· Visitors:  For your child’s safety, the front door will be locked at all times.  To enter the school building, please ring bell. All visitors are required to sign in at the school office and obtain a visitors pass.      
· Transportation Changes:  Transportation changes must be in writing by a parent or guardian.  Phone calls are not accepted for transportation changes.
· Attendance:  Your child’s attendance is crucial to his/her success.  Each time your child is absent, you will need to send in a written excuse from you or the doctor.  Parents are allowed to write 5 parent notes per school year.  When your child is absent, notes must be sent to the office within 3 days after your child returns to school.  If your child is late coming to school or should your child leave early, this will result in a tardy.  Only medical tardies will be excused.  
· School Supplies:  School supply lists have been sent to all students.
· Volunteers:  We welcome volunteers here at SCES.  State law requires that all volunteers have a background check.
