Student Placement Policy

In the spring, teachers will complete a Student Placement Information Form on each student.  Parents may express academic and social needs about their child’s class assignment for the upcoming school year in writing.  
Assignments will be made by a committee including the principal, counselor, and classroom teachers of the grade the student just completed.  Factors for determining student placements for the next year for balanced heterogeneous classrooms shall be: gender, ethnicity, academic and special needs, time intensive students, and potential for interpersonal conflict (student to student, student to teacher, sibling to sibling).

Teachers will be asked to identify any student who would pose a potential conflict of interest for them stating the nature of that conflict of interest. 

New students enrolling after class lists are developed will be assigned to the classroom with the lowest number of students while striving to maintain a balance of gender, ethnicity, academic levels of students and time intensive needs of the students in each classroom at the time.

Creation of a New Classroom after the Beginning of Current School Year

The principal or his/her designee and grade level teachers will collaborate to make the student assignments for the new homeroom class.

The current student placement cards will be used to ensure the new classroom is heterogeneously balanced.  Those who volunteer to be placed in this class may or may not be accepted.  After volunteers are placed, the remaining students will be randomly drawn to create a heterogeneously balanced classroom.
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
